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OUR ACHIEVEMENTS IN 2003
UNCRC and Relevant Training in Schools

Two schools in Kandal province, Java Varaman VII high school and Krapeu Ha primary school,
were selected as pilot target for practicing the training manual on Rights and Responsibilities of
Children and Young People (RRCYP), developed by CRF in cooperation with Youth Department (YD),
Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports (MoEYS). At the same time, a Working Group was set up to
promote and facilitate the practice of the manual, ensuring the proper functioning of the Children
and Youth Clubs (CYC) as well as supporting the student's initiatives.

found. 192 teachers were also
sensitized on the issues of Child
Rights.

With support and facilitation from the Working Group and CRF, weekly sessions on RRCYP
have been conducted by frained teachers,using the manual, with the students who are members of
CYC.The club members are class leaders who are empowered to become peer educators in their
schools with the official recognition from the schools management. Following this initiative, the peer
educators have transferred knowledge to their friends in various forms and on dif ferent occasions.

A National Assessment Workshop with officials in charge of children and youth affairs from
24 provinces was organized to improve the manual. Based on the outcomes of the workshop, 15,000
second edition manuals were printed and of ficially presented to MoEYS for nation-wide distribution.

A team of officials from YD and Training Department, MoEYS, Kandal Provincial Office of
Education and CRF staff made a study visit to Ho Chi Minh City to get exposure to the Vietnamese
experience in intfegrating UNCRC into the education system.
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Child Participation in UNCRC Monitoring

CRF, together with the Children and Young People
Movement for Child Rights (CYPMCR), organized a Child and
Youth Camp in Siem Reap province for 40 Child Rights young
activists who are members of different Children and Young
People (CYP) organizations/clubs in Phnom Penh and some
provinces. The objectives were to build up their capacity in
conducting Child Rights sessions with children and mobilizing
them to participate in monitoring implementation of the UNCRC
in Cambodia. The Camp consisted of many activities including
a TOT training on RRCYP manual, a workshop on UNCRC
monitoring mechanism and a study visit to different cultural
sites around the city of Angkor. Participants made an action
plan to take their knowledge from the camp to share with their
groups and other children. They identified some priority issues
to be monitored including Trafficking and Sexual Exploitation
of Children, Child Labor, Drug Abuse, Education and Child
Participation.

A refreshing workshop was jointly organized with the
CYPMCR in September in Sihanouk Ville to assess
effectiveness of the training, difficulties faced by the
participants in conducting follow-up trainings and collecting
information on children's issues identified in the previous
workshop. Many activities at the local level were found from
presentations made by the participants especially through peer
education. Through their existing work and structures, they
also have the capacity to take an active role in collecting
information on children’s issues.

A CYP Resource Center has been established as a venue
for Child and Youth activists who are members of the CYPMCR
network to meet and work regularly. The center provides
resources such as books and materials on children's rights
and information on Cambodian culture and literature, computer
sets, telephone and Internet service for study and research .
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Child Participation in the Media

The project has been realized by a joint action between CRF and YD, MoEYS, as part of an
existing partnership cooperation. Three issues of CYP newsletter focusing on the Prevention of
Sexual Exploitation of Children, Prevention of Drug Use and Promoting Birth Registration were
developed and printed. They have been distributed to various schools and communities across the
country through MoEYS, relevant NGOs and CYP associations working with and for children. Children
contributed their drawings, poems, songs, short stories and articles to the publication.

Promotion of Children's Birth Registration

CRF took the responsibility for conducting research on Birth Registration in fwo target provinces,
Kompong Speu and Svay Rieng. The findings of the study were presented in the First National
Workshop on Birth Registration, jointly organized by the Ministry of Interior (MoI), Unicef,Plan
Cambodia and CRF. The participants were provincial governors and officers in charge of civil
registration and NGO representatives. In consequence, the Government civil registrars recognized
the fact that birth registration in Cambodia is very poor and committed to improve the service to have
50% of children registered by 2005. The study report is also available on the www.camdev.org
website.

As part of the response to the study's recommendations, 20,000 wall calendars for the year
2004 were printed and widely distributed to the target group, parents through the MoI, MoEYS,
other relevant ministries and NGOs working at community level. Through this awareness raising material,
parents have started to understand the importance of birth registration.
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Networking

CRF is an active member of various child Rights networks at both national and regional levels
including NGO Committee on the Rights of the Child (NGOCRC), Ecpat-Cambodia, NGO Coalition to
Address Sexual Exploitation of Children in Cambodia (COSECAM) and Child Worker in Asia (CWA).

Conference on Children and Residential Care

With a request and support from the Stockholm
University, CRF in cooperation with UNICEF and the
Ministry of Social Affairs organized a National Pre-
Conference on Children and Residential Care in February
2003, in Phnom Penh, 56 participants from relevant
ministries, NGOs and CYP representatives attended. The
conference outcomes were published in a country paper
presented at the Second International Conference on
Children and Residential Care in Stockholm, Sweden.

Preparation of Cambodian Children's Participation to the 6™ East Asia and Pacific
(EAP) Ministerial Consultation

A staff member co-facilitated a children’s national conference on “Changing Attitudes towards
a Better Future for Children”. The conference is a preparation process at national level o mobilize
and prepare children’s input to the 6™ EAP Ministerial Consultation on Children in Bali where a
Cambodian Child Delegate was chaperoned to.

Fundraising

Six marathon runners, a group of friends living in
Singapore, Philippines and Phnom Penh combined the
chance to participate in the annual Angkor Wat
International Marathon with raising money for children
through CRF. The marathon took place on September 30,
2003 and was an enjoyable and extremely worthwhile
experience for everyone.
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Supporting CYP Initiatives

CRF has been supporting a number of CYP initiatives by providing them with materials, moral,
technical and a small amount of financial support, using the resources raised locally from private
donors. The activities included:

*  Providing CYC from the pilot schools with furniture and useful books to set up a small library
for their members and some support for the 13 poorest students.

» Supporting the Youth and Children for Peace (YCP) Club to conduct three workshops in
schools in Kandal province to prevent Trafficking and Sexual Exploitation of Children.

»  Supporting the Student Executive Committee (SEC) to conduct an awareness-raising campaign
against Domestic Violence and Sexual Exploitation of Children in a slum area in of Phnom
Penh.

*  Supporting the Cambodian Children Development (CCD) Club to conduct two sessions with
children to prevent Trafficking and Sexual Exploitation of Children in a village in Kandal
province.

Annual Staff Meeting

CRF Annual Staff Meeting 2003 took place in Sihanouk Ville from 26™ to 27™ of December.
The objectives of the meeting were to motivate CRF staff, review the existing organization statute
and policies and to stimulate creative ideas among CRF staff in relation to the future direction of the
organization.
