(CCYMCR) highly focuses on tralnings on child rights and necessary skllls to further
transfar thalr knowladge to children and young peaople who ars members and other targat
groups.

From pravious Implamentation, CCYMCR haa ao far accomplishad significant results
and lesszons learmt. Therefors, In order to share knowladge on particlpation of children and
young peopla In disseminating chlld righta to natlonal and International organizations aa wall
as organizations Iad by chlldran and young paopla who ara activaly working with chlldran
and for children, the CCYMCR has now complled a booklat on "Experience of Children
and Young Paaple Participation in Promoting Child Righis Awareness."

This booklst will highlight main reasons that reflact nacessity of tralnings for childran
and young paople, mathodologles and processes for conducting effactive tralning for
chlldren and young pacpla, maln achlavemants, lesaona learnt and differant points of view
from chlldren and young pecple, repressntatives of parental organizations and parents of
tha ghlldren on diifarant lesues mentloned above.

Infarmation for drafting of thia booklat waa gatherad from varloua tralning reporta of
differsnt organizations or groups who are members as well as from direct Interviews 18
mambar organizatlons, representatlvas of parental organizations and parents as well ae
reprasantatives of former group meambars. Once Information collection was finlshed, the
CCYMCR's working group complied this booklet with comments for Improvemnant from
raprasantatives of member organizations, parental organizations and the Child Rights

Foundation. »
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We convince that this booklet will serve as an important document for exploring
value of children and young people participation in promoting child rights awareness.
Moreover, we hope that this booklet will become a motivating factor for the Royal
Government of Cambodia, national and international non-governmental organizations,
institutions and donors to pay more attention and further support children’s initiatives in
order to encourage broader and effective enforcement of child rights in Cambodia.




Why is it necessary Yo train child rights to children and young people ?

”;g- Children and young people are the rights holders, therefore, they should clearly know
their rights and responsibilities, and they should alsc be able to use their rights

_ properly.

)ﬁf' The Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC}), article 13 and 17 state that children
have rights to access to appropriate information and they have the rights to
disseminate such information by different means such as speaking, writing,
campaigning, printing and artistic activities etc.

9&’ Within Cambodian social context, values have been given to children and young
people through law adoption and ratification, policy on education for all, popular
slogans such as: "Children are bamboo shoots" and through fairy tales and religions.
In line with this appreciation, children and young people should be trained to improve
their capacity in order to become goed citizen, people with value and responsibilities
in society.

;sé‘ It is important that children are able to participate in different activities and decision
making which are related to their livelihood, and that they have capacity to work with

_ other psople especially adults.

i;;" At the present children and young people are facing many problems such as drugs,
violenca, abuses, gambling, other sins and vices; therefore, extra out-of-school
trainings are important measures to be taken to make children and young people
unable to spend their time on such bad things and to help them 1o be able to protect
themselves from getting engaged in those bad deeds.

Q{ In order to implement the CRC more widely and effectively, there is necessity of
participation from all relevant stakeholders, espscially children and young paople for
they are potential catalysts when gaining appropriate trainings and opportunities to
improve their abilities to participate.
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Training methodology for children and young people

Having seen the potential of children and young people, CCYMCR has conducted
many trainings on different topics - child rights, child participation, promoting and monitoring
the implementation of the CRC, facilitation, management and leadership, team work,
communication, time management and reporting - for representatives of the 18 member
organizations from 14 provinces and municipalities. The trainings have been carried out in
two main approaches:

‘== First approach: Organizing fraining for representatives of member organizations
with external resource persons who have different expertise from the Child Right
Foundation, Legal Aids of Cambodia, Silaka and Save Children Sweden for Asia Pacific

“r‘g}' Second approach: Conducting training in the form of sharing of experience and
knowledge among CCYMCR member organizations or groups with coordination from the
CCYMCR executive committee and the Child Right Foundation. Resource persons for
those sharing sessions were from Child Assistance for Mobilization and Participation (CAMP),
Khmer Community Development (KCD), Child and Youth Vision Club, YRDP-Student
Executive Committee (SEC), Children and Youth Development Club-Kampong Leng
(CYDC-KL) and children's committee (CC).

Knowledge and skills gained from the above trainings have been shared by
representatives of member organizations to other members in their respective
organizations/ groups with moral, material, technical and financial support from parents, the
Child Right Foundation and other parental organizations such as World Vision-Cambodia,
Licadhe and Ponleu Komar etc. Some topics have been as well spread over to children,
young people and adults living in their communities.







Effective organization of training

In ordar that tha tralnings are succeasful and affective, tha CCYMCR divided the

work Into thres stages: befors, during and after training stages. At the same tima, the
training working group and the executive committea of the CCYMCR sharad responsibilities
among membar organizations In organizing and facllltating the training as tha followlng:
